Dr. John Enloe will hold a Praxis orientation session at the TLC on Thursday, December 
4, 2003 for anyone in a Special Education Attendant or Assistant position.  The session 
will start at 3:30 pm and be repeated at 5:00 pm.  He and several teachers will also offer 
training sessions for those who need some review and practice prior to taking the test. 
 
The information requested will help us plan training times, locations, and topics for the 
Paraeducator Assessment Praxis Exams being offered in the spring of 2004.  If you will 
have two years of college by January 8, 2006 (the date specified in the No Child Left 
Behind Act), you do not need to take the Praxis.  Also, if you plan to resign or retire by 
then, obviously you won’t need the Praxis.  We are encouraging those in teaching 
assistant positions at our Title I schools who need to take the Praxis Exam to do so this 
spring. We will offer more practice and training next school year for attendants and for 
assistants at the four high schools and the other (non-Title I) schools.  The December 4 
introductory sessions are open to all paraeducators.
